Emeritus Professor Andrew
Henderson, OBE, MB, FRCP, FES(
(Cambridge University, St Thomas’
Hospital, Harvard University, Hon
Fellow Cardiff University). Profes-
sor of Cardiology at University of
Wales College of Medicine. Made
a number of fundamental contri-
butions to the understanding of
myocardial contractile mechanisms
and heart failure before turning
his interest to arteries. An advo-
cate of university-based scientific
research integrally based in the
clinical context, he and the inter-
disciplinary team he established

in Cardiff became recognized as
among the world leaders of re-
search into endothelial function
and the vascular consequences of
its dysfunction as in atheromatous
artery disease. Author of some 200
scientific papers and of reports

on the Future of Cardiac Services
in Wales for the Welsh Office and
on the future of Cardiovascular
Research in the UK for the Medical
Research Council. Served on na-
tional and international clinical,
educational, and scientific research
bodies relating to cardiovascular
biology and medicine, led the de-
velopment of cardiac services in
Wales, and established the Wales
Heart Research Institute.
